3 SMILE Survey: a screening survey, conducted every three to five years by the Oral Health Program among children grades 1-3.
4 Oregon Healthy Teens Survey: a survey of 8th and 11th graders, also known as Youth Risk Behavior Survey (YRBS).

5 Behavioral Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFSS): an annual survey of adult risk behaviors in Oregon..

6 Oregon Division of Medical Assistance Programs (DMAP): Medicaid eligibility data prior to 2005. Data not available online.

7 Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS): Medicaid eligibility data 2005-07.

8 Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC): water fluoridation reports.

9 Oregon Board of Dentistry (OBD): dental licensing data. Data not available online.

10 Oregon State Cancer Registry (OSCaR): oral/pharyngeal cancer incidence and mortality data.
